ñAnd suddenly there was a great earthquake; for an angel 
of the Lord came and rolled back the stone  

and sat on it.ò (Mt. 28.2) 

Dear Christ Lutheran community of faith, 

You really believe all this donôt you?  This statement and 
question has been a haunting part of my faith journey for 
almost two decades. It came in the midst of a vigorous 
conversation with a young professor, a pastorôs son who 
simply could no longer be part of a community of faith. 
His wife was deeply concerned about the impact of his 
decision on their children. You really believe all this donôt 
you? My response then and my response now remains the 
same, ñYou know? I do, I really do.ò 

This is the month we enter Holy Week and The Three 
Days. It is a parade of palm branches and donkeys, the 
trial of Godôs only Son, flogging and spitting, taunting 
and a death sentence, a cross, a tomb, an earthquake, 
angels, doubt, fear, joy and the announcement, ñHe is not 
here; he has been raised from the dead.ò Frankly, it all 
seems UNbelievable. Angels and empty tombs, raised 
from the dead? Yet, breathless, filled with fear and joy, 
Christians around the world will exclaim, I believe, I 
really do and to those who are tangled up in the turmoil of 
faith and science and doubt, we will keep the faith for 
you. 

This Risen Christ responds to the women on the first 
Easter with the words, ñGo and tell.ò In the pages of this 
newsletter, you will see many opportunities to do just that, 
Go and Tell, to whisper or shout or sing, ñChrist is Risen 
indeed; Alleluia.ò Pick up some Christ Lutheran business 
cards and invite friends and family and neighbors to join 
you in worship during Holy week. Bring the cards along 
with you to the Oôs Opening Day game. Consider the 
abundance of Godôs grace in your life and how you say 
thank you through the stewardship of your time, your 
talents and your financial offerings and contributions.  

Dr. Miroslav Volf, a Croatian protestant and theologian at 
Yale, shared this tweet a few weeks ago, ñOur task is not 
to save the world; only God can do that. Our task is to 
protect and enhance flourishing life in a world we cannot 
save.ò Living in the presence of a Risen Savior, an empty 
tomb, our mission and ministry is clear, to protect and 
enhance flourishing life. We do this collectively as we 
tend to the women and children living in the shelter, 
sustain and enhance the lives of the residents of Christ 
Church Harbor Apartments, nurture children in our 
nursery school, as we gather weekly around Word and 
Water and Table, as Eucharistic Ministers, Stephen 
Ministers, the prayer shawl team, meal preparers and 
pastors tend to those who need healing or are no longer 
able to leave their homes, as we work to resettle refugees 
and alleviate hunger through LWR, LIRS and the ELCA 
World Hunger Appeal. 

April and these holiest of days gives us the bold response 
to a wondering world You really believe this donôt you? 
And together we can say, ñwe do.ò

Witnesses of the Risen Lord 

The tagline for this yearôs  celebration 
of International Womenôs was 
ñ#BeBoldForChange.ò As a husband 
to a beautiful wife and as a father of 
three daughters, I couldnôt be happier 
to see the world celebrate the social, 
economic, cultural, and political 
achievements of women. On this 
special day, the Daily Record named 
Christ Church member, Dana Weckesser, CEO/Founder, 
Global Health Partnerships Consulting, to its 2017 listing 
of Marylandôs Top 100 Women.  

In the evening, Linda Hartke, Christ Church member, 
President and CEO of Lutheran Immigration and Refugee 
Services, was awarded 2017 Maryland International 
Leadership Award.  Bringing all together was another 
Christ Church member, Deborah Kielty, President and 
Executive Director of World Trade Center Institute.  

As I recap the events of the day and look forward to 
Easter Sunday, I am reminded that the first witnesses of 
the resurrection were also women. The four gospels tell 
the story of resurrection in different ways.  Luke does 
Easter as a meal on Sunday evening with the Risen Christ. 

John has the resurrected Jesus encounter with Mary 
Magdalene in the garden. But for Matthew, the 
resurrection of Jesus is accompanied by spectacular signs 
in nature.  The foundation of the "old world" is 
shaken.  "The earth quaked; and the rocks were split; and 
the tombs were opened; and many bodies of the saints 
who had fallen asleep were raised.ò  

Matthew wishes to signal that Jesus' role from birth 
through death to resurrection is of cosmic importance, 
shaking the foundations of the world and raising even 
those long dead. The power of God has intervened.  The 
angel rolls away the stone, sits down on it, symbolizing 
God's triumph over death. The divine encounter terrified 
the Roman guards. They shook and fell over like dead 
men while the women ran to tell the joyful news to others. 
Jesus, leader of the powerless, killed by the powerful, 
comes to life, and the powerful collapse. 

The angel invites the women closer to "see the place 
where he lay." And tells them to "go quickly to Galilee,ò 
and that there they will find the risen Christ.  Galilee was 
considered the "doorway to the world." So, the good news 
of the resurrection, the light of the gospel is then for the 
whole world. 

Encountering the risen Christ happened at different levels. 
Those courageous, but sad women, came worrying about 
the stone, but were surprised by an angel (or two), an 
empty tomb, and a risen Lord. They were the first to hear 
the Easter sermon, preached by the angel of the Lord.    

These women could not contain their joy. They shared the 
good news to the eleven. But the disciples thought the 
women were crazy. Only after they had seen him for 
themselves did the disciples believe, and even then, they 
were still scared..."terrified.ò Yes, this morning, the risen 
Lord is calling the name of those people whose lives are in 
chaos, who are grieving the loss of loved ones, who 
desperately need to hear the good news.  

Our greatest fears cannot stop Jesus from breaking into 
our lives. He comes to us even when we are hiding behind 
our closed doors. The risen Lord also met the two 
discouraged discipleséwho were disheartened éwho 
decided to go back to their old village, to their former life. 
He explained the Word of God to theméand through the 
breaking of the bread opened their eyes! 

How many of us have been on the road to Emmaus? How 
many of us have hearts set on fire, ñenkindledò with the 
Spirit of the living God in our relationship with God?  
This morning some of us may seek proof to believe in the 
risen Lord. Evidence of an empty tomb, the stone rolled 
aside, and linen cloth! Others have sure and confident 
faith in the risen Lord; easily recognize the power of the 
risen Lord all around them awakening them into the 
reality of resurrection. 

Some of us continue to dwell in fear of Good Fridayé
stuck and stunned by the grip of death!  Good News! 
Resurrection announces that the grip of death is broken.  
Death no longer determines our living. The reality of 
resurrection changed the lives of many people. 
Resurrection changed Maryôs tears into celebrationéthe 
fearful disciples into powerful witness of the risen Lord. 
The lives of millions around the globe were and are still 
being transformed by the power of the resurrection. 
Because of the resurrection, our sins are forgiven, our life 
is renewed, our hope is permanent, and our eternity is 
secured. We are given a new start, a new life, and a new 
future!  

Alleluia, Christ has been raised from death by the power 
of God the Father. Death has been destroyed and we have 
been made Easter people.  Christ is risen! This Easter 
season, the risen Lord finds us wherever we are and calls 
us forth, gives us the great commission to share the good 
news of Godôs redeeming love.  

This instruction to "GO AND TELL" was not only given 
to the women and to the disciples, but also to EACH ONE 
OF US. We are called to share the Good News with JOY 
AND CONFIDENCE. That through Jesus, we HAVE 
WON THE VICTORY OVER SIN, EVIL, AND DEATH. 
Easter only continues if we keep telling the story of Godôs 
love and forgiveness.  Let us bring UNEXPECTED 
BLESSING, A WORD OF HOPE, A WORD OF 
PEACE, AND THE WORD OF SALVATIONéto 
others! 

May the good news of resurrection, like a powerful 
earthquake, shake us to the very core of our being, and 
give us a joy that even death cannot destroy! Thanks, be to 
God!

Our young people are compassionate, looking out for one 
another and making sure that everyone was feeling 
included. 

Our young people are generous, bringing cookies and 
candy and even extra ñnerf weaponsò to share with 
anyone who was without. 

Our young people are creative, solving puzzles to 
complete a scavenger hunt throughout the church. 

Our young people are worshipful, reflectively praying the 
unfamiliar office of Compline using traditional chant. 

Our young people are servants, excitedly filling bags of 
school supplies for LWR and sharing the story of why we 
serve with one another. 

Our young people are the church, the body of Christ.

Scriptural Food for Thought: 

ñIn a little while the world will no longer see me, 
but you will see me; because I live, you also will 
live. On that day you will know that I am in my 

Father, and you in me, and I in you.   John 14:19-20 
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I recently read about ñThe Manifesto.ò 
This declaration was written a little 
over a year ago by Millennials and 
members of Generation X in the 
Episcopal church who are seeking 
something deeper from the broader 
Church. They decry the 
commercialism that churches have 
exploited. They regret that scholars have explained away 
the miracles and mysteries of the Bible to natural 
phenomenon. They want to be a part of the longstanding 
history: ñWe believe that the Church is wealthy: in history 
and theology - We desire to share in this wealth and share 
this wealth with others and creatively build upon/re-
imagine/re-enliven the stored faithfulness of the past 
generations - not to deconstruct it.ò They seek the valued 
traditions, rites, and doctrines that provide a meaningful 
escape from the secular world: ñBy removing, watering 
down or downplaying these, we feel that we are left with 
little except the Transformers movies or Marvel Universe 
and the vast expanse of the internet with which to 
reference our lives. Itôs no wonder that so many of our 
friends head to technology or sports or yoga instead of the 
Church for ótranscendence.ôò 

Millennials and Gen Xers are not known for their church 
attendance. Countless studies and research repeatedly 
show that going to church is not a part of their culture and 
that wonôt be changing anytime soon. But when we pay 
attention to what some of the Millennials are looking for, 
then perhaps weôll realize that the Church has been a part 
of the problem. 

In this ñManifesto,ò there is a wanting for something 
authentic, something true to itself, something that 
transcends culture and elevates the self beyond the norm. 
Unfortunately, what many churches have done over the 
past decades is try to normalize itself with culture. Church 
music trends have often deferred to the music publisherôs 
needs to push poor imitations of the current secular sound 
so they can stay in business. But young generations are 
keen at spotting an imitation and would just as soon hear 
the real thing outside of church. We have built churches 
that look like auditoriums or movie theatres so that 
Sunday morning doesnôt look any different than a Friday 
or Saturday night. We have sometimes preached social 
justice to the point that it is about doing good for 
humanitiesô sake and not about loving your neighbor in 
the name of Christ. We most certainly need to preach 
social justice but we need to preach salvation at the same 
time. Our actions must always be centered in the saving 
love of Christ. If the church becomes just another agency 
for doing good and nothing more, then people can find the 
same thing at Habitat for Humanity, United Way, 
Goodwill, and a host of other places on a Saturday 
afternoon or a weeknight. And that would be much more 
convenient than getting up on Sunday morning. 

If the Church seeks to conform to the worldôs standards, 
then it will be lost from societyôs sight due to lack of 
unique purpose and distinctiveness. As a recent letter sent 
to Rome regarding Catholic music has warned, the 
Churchôs rush to be all things to all people has left it 
without a clear identity and authenticity.  

The letter states that the ñlack of commitment to tradition 
has put the Church and her liturgy on an uncertain and 
meandering path.ò Or, as the manifesto states it, ñWe are 
weary of movements that attempt to stand for all things 
but end up representing the banality of the times. We do 
not want a safe, lukewarm faith.ò 

There is a yearning among Millennials and Gen Xers for 
something real that can help them escape the 
superficialities of life and instead move them toward 
something with eternal significance. This is a hunger that 
is felt by people from every generation. We can offer 
them the sights and sounds of a church that breaks from 
the mundane of the day-to-day and points to something 
greater than this moment in time. A beautiful sanctuary in 
classic architecture with stained glass windows signals 
that you are in a special place unlike an office building or 
movie theatre. There is a dedication to beauty which 
doesnôt serve this world but glorifies a God beyond our 
understanding. Our liturgy, with its movement and order, 
says that we value over 1,500 years of tradition and a 
connection to the saints who have gone before us much 
more than we value the fleeting trends of the time. 
Through this we can offer a glimpse of transcendence 
which hopefully says there is more to this world than the 
surface level of commercialism and pop culture. We can 
offer the eternal significance which the rest of the world 
isnôt able to offer. 

So, I encourage you to join the Proclaim and Invite team 
by asking friends and neighbors or complete strangers to 
join you at our Holy Week and Easter services.  But donôt 
assume that all they want to hear is the brass and fanfare 
of Easter morning. In this noisy and non-stop world, 
people also need time to sit in solemn and meditative 
beauty. The profound mysteries of Maundy Thursday and 
Good Friday, with their ancient and symbolic rites, could 
help someone find the deeper meaning theyôve been 
searching for. Likewise, we too, need to journey the way 
of the cross during Holy Week in order to fully revel in 
the joy of the resurrection proclamation. So, donôt only 
invite people to these services but be sure you attend as 
well. We need to be careful not to take for granted the 
richness found in the Churchôs traditions nor 
underestimate their ability to continually reveal to us a 
grace which moves us closer to Christ. Above all, though, 
we need to ensure that the Church always points to the 
redeeming love of Christ which was won on the cross.

Collette Steinmeier 
met someone recently who received a backpack of 
school supplies like this as a child and it made a big 
difference in her life.  

The Ascende Family 

In March the African choir sang at the 
11:00 service during communion. They 
were very proud to share their music with 
their extended church family. Their 
accapello voices and drums playing was 
just beautiful in the sanctuary.  
The Ascende family was really excited to meet Cathy 
Brockôs family. She takes them every week to buy 
groceries and household goods.  

Germain (dad) and Elias (the oldest son) started working 
part-time third shift at the UnderArmour warehouse. Carla 
(shelter director) says that Salima, (mom) is the best 
housekeeper we have ever had. The three oldest adults 
have attended English classes Monday and Wednesday 
night through a program at CCBCôs at Catonsville High 
School and on Thursday night through a local Lutheran 
church in Catonsville.  

After a lot of struggle we have finally obtained a bank 
account for the family. Local banks just do not understand 
refugee identification and the family tried four banks 
without success even though they had the correct 
identification. Finally we went to the main bank 
downtown and were successful and they were extremely 
helpful.  

Everyone had their initial appointments at the 
International Health Center this month, which has 
translators in Swahili. They have very thorough screens 
for depression, anxiety  and trauma. However, the 
questions do not make sense from the refugee family 
perspective. After fleeing from war and living in a refugee 
camp for decades, they are in the safest and most stable 
place they have ever been in with an extended support 
system of Africans and a church family to help them. 
They kept looking puzzled at the questions and saying, 
ñNo, not now.ò While at the doctorôs office Germain met 
another family from The Congo that he knew.  The initial 
appointments and lab work and getting medication took 
six hours.  

The family is becoming adept at getting around on the 
bus. Salima has a monthly bus pas now and everyone can 
get to work and to class and to the doctorôs office. The 
older guys have played soccer downtown with Kiysulia, 
from our first refugee family. 

Please keep this family in your prayers.

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In the midst of a food desert, where no grocery stores sell fresh produce, 
McLaughlin Grows Urban Farm is meeting a critical need for residents of 
Muskegon, Mich.  

McLaughlin Grows Urban Farm, supported by your gifts to ELCA World Hunger, grows everything from radishes to 
tomatoes in the middle of the city and teaches adults and teens how to grow their own food.  

During the summer, Laurie Wieschowski, the farmôs manager, teaches middle schoolers the importance of weeding the 
farm and picking bugs off plants. The reward, says Laurie, comes when the produce grown is served at the public school 
for lunch. 

ñThey get excited when they see the kale, lettuce and carrots theyôve been tending,ò Laurie said, adding that some 
students return after the session to volunteer at the farm. 

This program also hires student interns who earn a stipend while learning how to promote urban gardening and develop 
leadership skills. In a city where nearly two-thirds of the residents earn incomes below the federal poverty level, this is 
an important investment in the communityôs future. 

High school senior Briane Brooks has been involved with the farm for two years, weeding, harvesting and talking to the 
farmôs visitors. ñI love the work,ò she said. ñI love being involved in the community.ò  

As part of the Youth Empowerment Program, Briane is paid hourly, but for her, getting healthy food to people is the 
important goal. 

To ELCA World Hunger, she adds, ñYour donors are involved in something much bigger than youôd ever believe. You 
are helping a hurt community.ò

Several brochures in many formats and styles appeal to 
the varied likes and dislikes of people.  For example, there 
are brochures describing Christ Lutheran Church in 
general. Separate pamphlets explain health, prayer shawl, 
music, and social ministries. Explanations of what ELCA 
means can be found as well as material for contributing to 
the elimination of world hunger.  

Stephen Ministry Grows at  
Christ Lutheran Church 

The Christian caregiving ministry at Christ 
Lutheran Church has grown. We now have 
eight trained people to serve the 
congregation. Stephen Ministers offer care 

and support for people experiencing life difficulties such 
as the death of a loved one, job crisis, aging, separation or 
divorce, long-term illness, or for those needing the support 
of a Christian friend. They have received 50 hours of 
intensive training covering topics such as effective 
listening, confidentiality, and the stress of hospitalization, 
feelings, and utilizing community resources. 

Stephen Ministry is a confidential ministry; those 
receiving care can be sure that their identity will remain 
private.  In addition to the training, these lay Christian 
caregivers will continue to receive twice-monthly 
continuing education and supervision support sessions as 
they strive to offer the highest quality Christian 
caregiving. 

Christ Lutheran Church expects its Stephen Ministry to 
continue to be a source of warmth, care, and blessing for 
many years to come, enabling the entire congregation to 
grow as a nurturing community where people are 
cherished and cared for in the name of Jesus Christ. 

If you are interested or have more questions, contact 
Pastor Amsalu Gelata at the church. Or, if you know 
someone who needs care and support make the contact. 

Not to be missed are the materials describing Christian 
education and our own nursery school.  An envelope for 
offerings and details for giving online are provided. 
Finally there is a sample of our newsletter, Harbor Lights. 
It is a great deal for anyone to take in, but there is 
definitely information that addresses many of the church 
programs. 

These visitor packets are most often given out by ushers 
or the staff, but are available to be shared by a church 
member who sees a visitor and wants to reach out.  They 
are located in the narthex in the large wooden display on 
the right as one enters the narthex walking toward the 
sanctuary doors. 

What is not in the folder?  This is a different question. It is 
important to note what can not be shared in a visitor 
packet, including:

Empowered by Godôs unconditional 
love in Jesus Christ, we envision a 
world in which each person, every 
community and all generations live in 
justice, dignity and peace. This is the 
vision of Lutheran World Relief.  
LWR works with Lutherans and 
partners around the world to end 
poverty, injustice and human suffering. 

This is achieved in cooperation with partners such as 
Equal Exchange. Equal Exchange is a worker-owned 
cooperative committed to the principles of Fair Trade.  
For every pound of fairly traded coffee, tea and chocolate 
purchased, Equal Exchange donates $0.20 to Lutheran 
World Reliefôs Small Farmers Fund. For the year 2016 
that totaled 71 tons and $28,699.61. Because of this 
partnership more than 36 small-scale farmer organizations 
in 20 developing countries benefit from our participation 
in the LWR Coffee Project.  

A summary of the minutes from the Congregation Council 
meeting February 28, 2017: 

¶ Katrina Straker presented the architectôs plans for 
Phase 2 of the building project that will be used for the 
focus group meetings during March. 

¶ Bruce Kirby presented the financial report for January. 
Net income from general operations resulted in a surplus 
of about $2,000. Member donations were 13.0% less than 
budgeted, and operating expenses were 27.0% less than 
budgeted. Nursery school activity was basically break 
even. The Endowment Fund received a single gift of 
$109,000. Thus far we have collected about $71,000 and 
spent about $155,000 on building renovations. 

¶ Paul Erbes presented the report and recommendations 
of the Endowment Study Team for the Endowment Fund, 
which was first established by the Church Council in 
1938. The Council will review the report and discuss it at 
the March meeting. 

¶ The recent 50-hour training program for new Stephen 
ministers was completed, and they will be commissioned 
at the March 26th services. Eight members have now 
completed the training. The next class will begin in 
September. 

¶ Advertisements for the congregation were placed in 
local community papers in February and March, with new 
ads being prepared for April. Christ Church business cards 
are available and were distributed to Council members. 

¶ Congregation members will be participating in the 
Light City parade on March 31. 

¶ The sanctuary has been re-lamped, and the fire alarm 
system installed. 

¶ The stained glass window contractor will begin work 
on the Rose Window on March 6th. 

¶ The contract has been signed for Phase 1.2 of the 
exterior work, which includes a new parish house roof and 
windows and masonry restoration. 

¶ The Building Committee is reviewing 
recommendations for the sound system in the sanctuary. 

¶ The Youth will be sponsoring a pancake breakfast 
March 5, and there will be a lock-in event for middle and 
high school youth March 17th and 18th. 

¶ The following were elected as officers for 2017:

SANCTUARY LIGHTS: Now that all the bulbs in the 
ceiling fixtures have been replaced, one may wonder 
how many Lutherans does it take to change light 
bulbs? (Or, how long)? 

Being mere mortals, 
creating light was difficult.  
The need was identified in 
April of 2015.  Just finding 
contractors willing to take 
on the job was difficult.  
We also had much 
communication with bulb 
manufacturers and the 
manufacturers of our 
dimmer system to ensure 
that the new bulbs would be 
compatible with our 
dimming equipment.  The 
piece of equipment you see 
pictured had to be brought 
in from New Jersey.  It 

needed to be able to fit through the Narthex doors but 
still be able to reach out laterally far enough to reach the 
side aisles and over the organ pipes. Fortunately, we 
were able also to use the equipment to install a much 
needed smoke detection system in the Sanctuary. 

The total cost of re-lamping was about $26,000, but 
should last us for another eight years.  By then, 
technicians may be using personal hover crafts and 
making the job a lot easier. 

SANCTUARY ACOUSTICS: Committee presented for 
Council approval at its March meeting a proposal 
recommended by lead Sound Technician Sandra 
Anderson for a contractor to upgrade the Sanctuary 
system. Improvements should begin in April. 

CARILLON: Needed servicing has been completed and 
carillon is again fully functioning.  

EXTERIOR RENOVATIONS: Replacement of the 
Sanctuary, Sacristy and Narthex roofs completed at end 
of March. Restoration of masonry walls on north 
elevation complete and work on east is underway. Stained 
Glass by Shenandoah, the stained glass restorer, has 
completed restoration of the Rose window on the north 
side of Sanctuary and has begun work on other windows. 
Restoration of the large wooden doors began in March 
and will continue until all are refinished and weather 
stripping installed.  

With the work on Phase 1.1 (the Sanctuary and related 
areas) of the exterior renovation moving ahead, the 
Church Building Committee has entered a contract with 
Whiting-Turner for Phase 1.2 covering roof and window 
replacement and masonry restoration on the exterior of 
the Parish Building at a cost of just under $1.5 million.

They have made a quilt for 
the BOS Gala, a quilt for the Chili 
Cookoff and have made and are 
making school bags for students. 
The school bags will be given to a 
church chosen by the Lutheran 
Center to fill them with supplies,
